Scholarship funds will be issued directly to the university, college or vacation institution upon submission of invoices or receipts for tuition, books and/or fees, which you have paid to a university, college or vocational institution.

If your submitted receipts for tuition, books and/or fees should be less than the total of your scholarship funds, you would receive an amount equal to the total of your receipts. The remaining balance of your scholarship, if one exists, will be retained by the Dripping Springs Vocational Ag Boosters Association until additional receipts are submitted for the spring semester. If you do not register and attend classes in the spring semester, the balance of your scholarship will be forfeited. In addition, any refunded or unused portion of the scholarship monies shall be returned to the Dripping Springs Vocational Ag Boosters Association within one week of receipt.


If selected as a recipient of a Dripping Springs Vocational Ag Booster Association scholarship, upon notification of your acceptance you will be informed of the maximum amount of funds that you will be eligible to receive.



Dripping Springs Vocational Ag Booster Association scholarships may only be used in the fall or spring semesters immediately following graduation from high school.  Scholarship funds will be issued upon submission of receipts for tuition, books and/or fees, which you have paid as a full-time student enrolled at a university, college or vocational institution.



If your submitted receipts for tuition, books and/or fees should be less than the total of your scholarship funds, you would receive an amount equal to the total of your receipts.  The remaining balance of your scholarship, if one exists, would be retained by the Dripping Springs Vocational Ag Boosters Association until additional receipts are submitted to the club for the spring semester.  If you do not register and attend classes in the spring semester, the balance of your scholarship would be forfeited.  In addition, any refunded or unused portion of the scholarship monies shall be returned to the Dripping Springs Vocational Ag Boosters Association within one week.
